Phonics 

What are they teaching? 

 Phonics scheme that teaches children the sounds in 

English, the letters that represent them, and how to form 

the letters when writing. 

 Children complete phonic lessons each day in small 

groups. 

 Children will receive decodable reading books that they 

practice reading in school and then at home. 

 Books are changed once a week if the child has read their 

book at least three times.
